6-A-Side Competition 
There will be a maximum of 24 teams per age group in the U13, U14 and U15 competitions. Teams will be split 
into groups of 6 teams. Each team will play each other with games scheduled for 15 minutes duration (one-way). 
The tournament will be played in accordance with the FA guidelines for mini soccer, a copy of which can be sent if 
required. A maximum of 2 teams per club per age group will be allowed to enter and each team will be limited to 
8 players. Players may only play for one team throughout the competition. 
 
The winners and runners up of the U13, U14 & U15 age group competitions will be presented with trophies.  

7-A-Side Competition 
There will be a maximum of 42 teams per age group in the U7, U8, U9 and U10 competitions. Teams will be 
split into groups of 6 or 7 teams depending on final numbers. Each team will play each other with games scheduled 
for 12 minutes duration (one-way). The tournament will be played in accordance with the FA guidelines for mini 
soccer, a copy of which can be sent if required. A maximum of 2 teams per club per age group will be allowed to 
enter and each team will be limited to 10 players. Players may only play for one team throughout the competition. 
 
The winners and runners up of the U9 & U10 age group competitions will be presented with trophies. For the U7 
and U8 competitions, in accordance with FA regulations, all players will be considered winners, with all 
participants receiving a medal. 

9-A-Side Competition 
There will be a maximum of 21 teams per age group in the Pilot U11 9-A-Side competition. Teams will be split 
into groups of 7 teams. Each team will play each other with games scheduled for 15 minutes duration (one-way). 
The tournament will be played in accordance with the normal rules of 9-A-Side football. A maximum of 2 teams 
per club per age group will be allowed to enter and each team will be limited to 12 players. Players may only play 
for one team throughout the competition. 
 
The winners and runners up of the U11 competition will be presented with trophies. 

11 A-Side Competition 
There will be a maximum of 21 teams per age group in the U11 and U12 competitions. Teams will be split into 
groups of 7 teams. Each team will play each other with games scheduled for 10 minutes’ each half (20 minutes 
duration). The tournament will be played in accordance with the normal rules of 11-A-Side football. Only 1 team 
per club per age group will be allowed to enter and each team will be limited to 16 players. 
 
The winners and runners up of the U11 and U12 competitions will be presented with trophies.
